Gateway Society has training courses on Autism, Safe Management
of Disruptive Behaviours, Sensory and Communication approaches
and many more topics related to successful interventions for
persons diagnosed with ASD and developmental disabilities. This
training is no charge to families we currently serve and to CLBC
Facilitators and Analysts and MCFD Social Workers.

On a Fee for Service basis, service providers and other groups can
attend courses and/or be provided individualized training, courses
and modules, depending upon their needs. Gateway Society received a
2006 Site of Excellence award from the Crisis Prevention Institute for
the quality of our staff training and instruction. Additionally Gateway
